	 Our student’s achieve their goals through a combination of factors, 
including effort, interest, motivation, family support, etc. Students attri-
bute their success to the tireless efforts of teachers, administrators and 
support staff to inspire, challenge and support them. This fall several 
members of our Caro Schools family applied for grants to add equipment 
or programs that will benefit our students. Congratulations to Mrs. Will, 
Mrs. Weiderhold, Mr. Peters and the McComb PTO on your recent grant 
award. Thank you for the extra effort to increase achievement for our 
students. Finally, we want to welcome our new Tiger Athletic’s Depart-
ment Director, Randy Moore. Mr. Moore jumped out to a quick start by 
promoting our events on multiple social media channels and a weekly 
newsletter to highlight our student athletes and share results from events 
across all of our programs. You can catch his frequent updates on the 
Caro Tigers Athletics Facebook page and instagram account. 
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Caro Community Schools plans to place two proposals 
on the May 2024 ballot

	 Since early 2023, school officials have been working with construc-
tion management specialists and architects to identify facility needs in 
the Caro Community School District. Following building reviews and 
identifying both short- and long-range facility needs, a project list was 
developed.
 
	 To gain staff and community feedback on the proposed projects and 
the overall bond proposal cost, a series of focus panels were conducted. 
Focus panel participants included community representatives, parents, 
and staff members. To gain additional feedback, an online survey was 
also available to all community members and staff. With input from com-
munity members and staff, Caro Community Schools finalized the list 
of proposed projects to address facility needs. Voter approval of the bond 
proposal will allow the school district to provide facilities that support 
the educational program at reduced operating costs. 
	
	 During the focus panel sessions and the online survey, respondents 
suggested that the project list and, hence, the cost be reduced. They also 
suggested that the district make every effort to provide information about 
the project to the community and make sure all questions are answered. 
In order to provide additional time to share information, the district 
selected the May 7th election date for the ballot proposal. 

	 Placing the bond proposal on the May ballot also allowed the district to 
include an additional ballot proposal--the renewal of the Non-Homestead 
Millage required by the State of Michigan so Caro Community Schools 
can receive its full share of state aid (foundation allowance). 

	 Below is background information on the Bond Proposal and the 
Non-Homestead Millage Proposal Renewal.

1.  A Facility Bond Proposal -- To support the educational program through 
facility updates

At the elementary level…

	 Proposed updates at the elementary level include updating Mc-
Comb 	Elementary School to serve all Pre-kindergarten-5th grade students. 
This plan will provide the necessary spaces to support the Pre-kindergar-
ten-5th grade program and reduce operational costs for the school district.
 
	 At McComb Elementary, 15 additional classrooms will be added, in-
cluding two classrooms to support the Pre-kindergarten-5th grade special 
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education program.   To meet the educational needs of Pre-kindergar-
ten-5th-grade students, a new gym will be constructed, and the current 
gym will become a cafeteria with an updated kitchen. The facility expan-
sion will also include designated spaces to support “specials” classes such 
as STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math) music and art. 
A new entry will be constructed for the Kindergarten-5th grade program, 
and the current main office entrance will become the designated entry 
for the Preschool Program. 

	 Following voter approval, the design phase of the construction will 
take place. It is estimated that all Pre-kindergarten-5th-grade program-
ming will begin at McComb by the start of the 2027 school year. 

At the middle school level…

	 Major improvements at the middle school include replacing fire doors, 
select interior doors, frames, and hardware; replacing select ceiling tiles 
and floors and furniture; replacing select classroom cabinets and storage 
areas, windows and window shades; updating restrooms and adding a 
single-use restroom; updating electrical, mechanical and plumbing sys-
tems; replacing the PA/clocks and digital message displays; updating 
classroom instructional technology; and constructing an outdoor canopy 
at the main entrance.

At the high school level…

	 Major improvements at the high school include replacing replacing 
classroom windows and window shades; replacing select interior and 
exterior doors, frames, and hardware; replacing select ceiling tile and 
flooring; replacing select classroom cabinets; replacing music room 
flooring and instrument storage; replacing all lockers; adding a concrete 
seating area for students outside of the cafeteria; renovating the locker 
room; renovating restrooms; renovations to expand the guidance office; 
updating electrical, mechanical, and plumbing systems; replacing the PA 
system, speakers and clocks; and, updating instructional technology. In 
addition, the current bus garage will be remodeled into a fitness space 
for instructional and athletic programs to use, and a new bus garage will 
be constructed.
 
The cost of the bond proposal…

	 At the request of residents, some projects were eliminated, and the 
overall bond proposal cost was reduced to $39.6 million. The length of 
the bond proposal has also been reduced from 30 to 28 years. Reducing 
the length of the bond will benefit the community by reducing interest 
costs. 
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The next steps…

	 To place a bond proposal on the ballot, school districts must submit 
their project lists to the Michigan Department of Treasury for review 
and approval. We have met with Treasury officials and our plan has been 
approved. 

	 The Board of Education voted on Monday, January 29 to formally 
set the May 7, 2024 election date. More detailed information about the 
bond proposal and all updates planned for each site will be provided on 
the school district website. Information will also be shared with the com-
munity and staff members through public meetings, direct mail, social 
media, and the news media. 
	
2. A Non-Homestead Millage renewal – To support the Caro Community 
Schools’ operating budget.

 	 The second proposal is a six-year, Non-Homestead Millage Renewal that will 
support the district’s operating budget. All Michigan school districts must levy 18 
mills on non-homestead property to receive their full share of state aid (foundation 
allowance). 

	 The Non-Homestead Millage Renewal represents 9% of the Caro 
Community Schools’ operating budget. The operating budget covers every-
thing, including employee salaries, textbooks, utilities, and instructional 
materials. 

	 The non-homestead millage is levied on businesses, second homes, 
and rental property. It does not affect taxes on a homeowner’s primary 
residence (the home in which a homeowner resides). The Non-Homestead 
Replacement Millage is projected to generate $1.8 million in the 2025 
school year.

	 Caro residents first approved the non-homestead millage in 1994 
and renewed it as required since then.  
The May ballot proposal asks voters to 
renew the non-homestead millage at the 
current rate for six years.  

	 We will continue to keep the commu-
nity and staff members updated as we 
complete the necessary steps to placing 
the Bond Proposal and Non-Homestead 
Millage Renewal Proposal on the May 
2024 ballot.

	 Students invited to join the NHS must have at least a 3.5 GPA and 
display the four pillars of the elite organization; scholarship, leadership, 
service, and character throughout the school as well as the community 
of Caro.  Last year alone, our NHS students completed over 1,500 hours 
of service in our community, helped find donors to give enough blood to 
save the lives of 255 people, and collected over 1,000 food items that were 
donated to a local food pantry.  Our fourth annual silent auction was a 
huge success bringing in funds toward scholarships for two well deserving 
members of the class of 2023. This year, we have already held one blood 
drive and we look forward to even more service activities throughout 
our school and town.  I am confident that the 40 current members of the 
NHS have and will continue to make a positive impact on the community 
of Caro and I am blessed to work so closely with each of them.
